Adorn Fungicide is mixed with water and applied as a soll
drench at the time of seeding or transplanting.

Adorn Fungicide may be used on container, bench, or bed grown
ornamentals in greenhouses, lathhouses, shadehouses or outdoor

nurseries, on conifers including Christmas trees and on ornamen-
tals grown in outdoor landscapes.

IMPORTANT

The large number of existing ornamental species and their vari-
eties and cultivars coupled with the constant introduction of new
varieties makes it impossible to field test Adorn Fungicide in every
locale where it is sold or in all of the combinations of location and
plant varieties.

* For hand harvesting, thinning, pruning and pinching of cut flow-
ers, a 6-day reentry interval following the last application of
Adorn Fungicide must be observed.
